Clarification – Use of Illinois Licensed Plumbers

Reference the attached communication from the City of Freeport Community Development Department Dated July 19, 2011. This document supplements and shall govern all references to the use of Illinois Licensed Plumbers.
Section 02646 (6.2) Installation and Delivery (D)(12)
Paragraph shall now read:

Prior to starting the site installation, the installer shall determine if additional plumbing work is required beyond the specified scope of this contract. The City’s Project Liaison shall be available to assist in making the final determination regarding plumbing modifications and the extent of the modifications.  If modification is required, with approval from the Project Liaison/ the City, the installation shall be conducted under bid line item numbers 14 through 17 inclusive. Where pipe diameters of ½ through 2 inch shall be per the hour of an Illinois Licensed Plumber per hour per bid line item number 14 up to two (2) feet of pipe length (inclusive of materials) and where larger diameter shall be modified, written approval of the City shall be required, based on the lump sum per each modification for pipe diameters 3inch through 6 inch upto one fitting upstream and downstream of the meter, as bid in line items 15 through 17, inclusive of all materials and labor of the contractor. All work shall be performed by an Illinois Licensed and City of Freeport Licensed contractor or plumber.  Certificates shall be made available to the City upon request. Should pipe modifications be required beyond the scope herein identified, the City and the successful bidder shall determine the best course of action based on an individual case by case basis.  The installation of the new meter, register, and MIU shall only take place upon completion of any and all approved plumbing or piping modifications.
Section 02646 (6.2) Installation and Delivery (E)(7)
The following language shall be removed from the paragraph:

“The bidder shall remove all old wiring and existing outside reading devices from the property and make the necessary caulking of holes unless the property informs the City or bidder otherwise prior to work being completed.”
Language shall now read:

The existing wiring and register shall remain in place and wiring secured so as not to be unsightly or unsafe within the residence or business.  Only upon specific request of the property owner shall the register or wiring be completely removed and if so the bidder shall caulk the holes and communicate with the property owner the work completed.
Section 02646 (6.2) Installation and Delivery (E)(1)

The following language shall be removed from the paragraph:

“For each meter installed the bidder shall capture GPS positioning of the MIU with sub-meter accuracy (+/- 3 feet), using a geo-positioning device. All GPS data must link the City’s GIS. The following information will be included in the geo-coded data:”

Language shall now read:

For each meter installed the bidder shall provide the City with an electronic file containing the following information such that it may be uploaded into the City’s GIS.  The data format shall be coordinated with the City’s GIS Specialist at the time the successful bidder is selected.
Clarification – GPS Location of Meters and MIU

The City no longer requires the GPS location of each meter or MIU of this contract and as a whole removes any references as such. The revision to the 02646(6.2)(E)(1) meets the City’s requirements and shall be responsibility of the successful bidder.

Section 02646 (5.2) Fixed Radio Data Collection Unit (Data Collectors)(B)(2)
The following language shall be removed from the paragraph:

“…area for the City’s entire service as on the contour map plus 1.5 miles outside of the City’s corporate boundary.”

Language shall now read:

…area for the City’s entire service as on the contour map.
